The couple gains great
encouragement and strength knowing that others want to invest in their marriage. It also
helps foster their responsibility and accountability to God, to you, and to the church.

What will sponsorship provide? l
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Your sponsorship will help provide couples with:

Individualized, couple-to-couple attention in a ten-week premarital course. Each session
lasts two hours—for a total of twenty hours of mentoring with additional post wedding
follow-up. Our workbook, Building Your Marriage Upon the Rock, includes over 160 pages
of in-depth questions and surveys prompting frank discussion between the couple.

$22,000 is the average amount spent on a traditional wedding.
A total of $72 billion is spent on weddings annually in the U.S.
$19 hillion is spent buying wedding presents at registries.

Premarital mentoring fees

As you can see, a lot of money is spent for the wedding services above—some of which last mere
moments. Interestingly, premarital preparation is not even listed. Premarital counseling often costs
$50.00-$80.00 per hour or more. Some premarital programs last only a few sessions. One-day
premarital seminars can cost a few hundred dollars. Our fee for twenty hours of mentoring (plus post-
wedding services) is $500.00. We adjust our fee according to a couple’s ability. In short, a thorough,
in-depth premarital course is the best expenditure an engaged couple or a sponsor can make. Consider
it money very well invested.
